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Day 1:  Victoria Falls Hotel, Victoria Falls, Zimbabwe   

 

Victoria Falls, Zimbabwe 

Resting on the southern banks of the Zambezi River at the western end of the eponymous falls, this popular 

tourist town is compact enough to walk around and makes an ideal base for travellers exploring the seventh 

wonder of the world, the unfathomably vast Victoria Falls. About two thirds of the falls can be viewed from 

the Zimbabwean side and, while the falls are undoubtedly the star attraction, the area provides both 

adventure seekers and sightseers with plenty of opportunities to warrant a longer stay. Popular activities 

include scenic flights over the falls in helicopters or micro lights, bungee jumping off the Victoria Falls Bridge, 

white-water rafting (seasonal), and day trips to Chobe National Park. The town itself offers some excellent 

accommodation and restaurant options as well as an eclectic variety of African curios and authentic art sold 

by friendly Zimbabwean locals who are wonderfully welcoming and eager to help you enjoy your stay.

On arrival at Victoria Falls Airport you will be met and transferred to your accommodation, where you will 

spend the next two nights. The rest of the day will be at your leisure, to relax beside the pool or participate in 

in some of the optional activities available.

The famous Victoria Falls are just a ten-minute 

walk away using the hotel’s private pathway, and “the smoke that thunders” or “Mosi-O-Tunya” in the local 

dialect, is clearly audible and visible from this luxurious landmark.

The life-giving power of the Zambezi River makes Mana Pools National Park one of Zimbabwe’s most lush 

and flourishing regions, designated as the country’s second World Heritage Site and known as one of the 

continent’s premier game-viewing regions. Canoe trips are offered year round and provide a unique and 

memorable way for visitors to experience the area’s striking scenic beauty and diverse fauna, while guided 

walks are a great way to take its pristine riverside forests. 

  

Overnight: Camp Mana

While at Camp Mana guests participate in bush walks, game drives, canoeing safaris and some choose to 

spend the entire day relaxing in camp enjoying the constant stream of animals and birds that pass through 

the camp.

This morning you will have an air transfer to Kariba Airport, where you will be met by a guide and transferred 

to your lodge. The next two days will be spent on forest bird walks, beach fishing or sunset cruises. 
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Lake Kariba  

The planet’s most voluminous man-made lake, Kariba is a popular tourist destination that was created in the 

1950s when the mighty Zambezi was dammed. It stretches for more than 200 kilometres along the border 

between Zimbabwe and Zambia, forming a natural boundary between the two countries. The lake’s waters 

are home to abundant crocodiles, hippos, fish and aquatic birds, while its shoreline and islands are rich with 

terrestrial game such as elephant and buffalo. It has become one of Zimbabwe’s main tourist attractions 

offering houseboat holidays, fishing safaris and wonderful game viewing experiences. 

  

Overnight: Crowned Eagle Boutique Hotel 

A charming colonial-style property nestled on Camps Hill, the Crowned Eagle Boutique Hotel offers pristine 

views of Lake Kariba and the Matusadona mountain range. The hotel features 13 en-suite rooms featuring 

private verandas, air conditioning, TVs and minibars. Guests can enjoy their meals in the dining area or relax 

with an aperitif at the garden bar overlooking the lake. Additional property amenities include Wi-Fi, a 

swimming pool and tropical gardens. The hotel offers a variety of tours which include visiting the dam wall, a 

township and the Santa Barbara Chapel.

Hwange National Park 

Hwange National Park is the largest reserve in Zimbabwe and is home to a variety of wildlife, including giraffes, 

lions, zebras and about 40 000 elephants. It is also a protected region for endangered species. The area 

stretches from sandy dunes and savannahs through to rocky terrain and forests. Visitors can choose between 

game drives, guided tours and horseback safaris to explore the park and its wildlife. 

Day Itinerary 

This morning you will have an air transfer to Robin’s Airstrip, where you will be met by a guide and transferred 

to Hideaways Nantwich Lodge, which is situated in the northwest corner of Hwange National Park. The next 

two days are spent on half or full day game drives and walking safaris, where you'll have the opportunity to 

immerse yourself in the breath-taking wilderness of Hwange National Park. These unforgettable experiences 

offer a chance to witness the incredible wildlife that roams this pristine landscape, from majestic elephants 

and graceful antelopes to elusive predators like lions and leopards. 

Overnight: Hideaways Nantwich Lodge View iBrochure 

A unique, small and intimate eco-lodge reclaimed from a bygone era, for true safari lovers who want to get 

off the beaten track and discover the pristine wilderness and abundant wildlife of Northern Hwange 

National Park in Zimbabwe.  

Each suite has been lovingly recreated in an eco-friendly way, repurposing and refreshing with a modern 

touch.

The main communal area consists of inside and outside lounge and dining spaces, a communal Boma area 

and a curio shop.

The main area overlooks a waterhole and large dam where wildlife frequent throughout the day. Another 

outside dining area is located at the eco-friendly pool which is separate and allows for alternative dining 

with views over the plains and easy access to the pool. The lodge runs on dual grid and solar power. 

Complimentary WIFI is available in the main area. 

 

After an exhilarating day of game viewing, guests can retreat to the cool refuge of the camp’s swimming 

pool and can enjoy delectable meals savoured al fresco or in the elegant dining room.
